2008 Community Development Block Grant Public Hearing Information
October 12, 2007

The proposed program year (PY) 2008 planning allocation for the City of Novi is estimated to total
$116,071. While Oakland County has not received confirmation from the U.S. Depariment of
Housing and Urban Development (HUD) on exact funding levels for PY 2008, the County is
instructing participating communities to assume no change from their current PY 2007 funding
levels at this time.

Funding requests were reviewed by the Housing and Community Development Advisory
Committee at their meeting of October 10" and they are recommending the following program
allocations: I

PY 2008 Public Service Cap. Oakland County is required by HUD to maintain an overall public
service cap of 15%. Since November 1, 1996, Oakland County has allowed participating
communities to spend a maximum of 50% of its annual allocation for public service activities and
still maintain the overall 15% requirement. This has been possible because of the large offsetting
Oakland County Home Improvement Program. The impact of the 2000 census was fo eliminate
the area wide benefit activities for many communities forcing more communities to now allocate
funds directly to public service activities. As a result, Oakland County will only allow
participating communities fo spend a maximum of 45% of their annual allocation on public
services. The public service category has allowed the City of Novi {o fund programs and services
such as senior transportation, senior manager, Youth Assistance and HAVEN,

As a result of this action by Oakland County, the maximum amount the City of Novi is allowed to
allocate to the public service program category for 2008 is $52,232 ($116,071 * 45%), assuming
our estimated grant amount remains at $116,071. Funding requests for public service activities
were received for 2008 totaling $64,000, $11,768 ($64,000 - $52,232) greater than the amount of
available funding. Two additional service requests were received this year from: (1) St. Vincent de
Paul Society — they submitted a request for $2,500 to assist low-income Novi residents in meeting
emergencies such as provisions for food, payment of utility bills, rent/mortgage payments, medical
expenses, transportation and sponsorship of camping sessions for children; (2) OLHSA — they
submitted a request to be considered during the allocation process fo provide $2,500 for a Home
Injury Control program for seniors aged 62 and older and people with severe disabilities.

HCD Committee Recommendation. The Oakland County Community and Home Improvement
Division has determined that Novi cannot award block grant funding directly to either Si. Vincent
DePaul or OLHSA since these agencies are not considered to be a sole source for the type of
services they are providing. The City would therefore need to procure these services under a
formal bid process in compliance with HUD regulations. In addition, Novi currently provides many
of the specialized items OLHSA is requesting under our existing “Minor Home Repair” program.
Some exceptions would include items which are not permanently affixed to a building such as
shower chairs, fub mats, pill boxes and flashlights which would not be eligible under the Minor
Home Repair program. In order to provide funding for these new programs, cuts would need to be
made within our current "Public Services” category. Given these facis the Committee unanimously
agreed not to recommend funding at this time for either the St. Vincent de Paul Society or the
Home Injury Control Program.  Based upon the success of the Novi Youth Assistance Program, the
Committee agreed to recommend continued funding at the current 2007 program level of $11,000.

Our Minor Home Repair program has experienced tremendous success in past years. We are
however currently experiencing a drop in client demand from prior years. Given the current
economy, the Committee does not believe that the need for this program has declined but rather
as a Committee we need to develop more effective outreach programs within the Community. In
an effort to ramp up this ouireach, a letter along with a list of Minor Home Repair Program
Guidelines was developed and mailed to our local church leadership (a copy of this
correspondence has been included in your packet). Additional outreach efforts are in the pipeline
pending Council approval of the Committee’s funding recommendation. Because the Committee
feels this program is so vital to our residents, they have recommended eliminating the $7,000
allocation for the Senior Center Manager position and instead reallocate this funding to the Minor
Home Repair Program for a total of $70,839.

HAVEN Guidelines for CDBG Communities. Beginning in 2007, Oakland County now contracts
directly with HAVEN as a sole source provider on behalf of participating communities. In the past,
each community would contract individually with HAVEN. Assurances were received from the
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County that performance reports will be provided to each community on a quarterly basis to ensure
services are provided to residents within CDBG participating communities. The contract duration
period will be one year and at the end of the contract period, any community balance will be
expended for the 24-hour crisis hotline. HAVEN has requested funding for 2008 in the amount of
$12,000. The Committee has recommended continuing funding HAVEN at the current 2007
program level of $9,232.

Status of PY 2008 CDBG Grant Funding. On May 25, 2006 HUD released a bill to
Congress entitled, The Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Reform Act of 2006
that seeks to change the current grant allocation formula by placing more emphasis on
poverly levels rather than population. There has been virtually no movement of the bill
through Congress since last year. If passed, this reform could significantly cut Novi's
future CDBG grant funding. While it appears Congress will maintain the PY 2008 CDBG
appropriations consistent with 2007, there is no guarantee until the appropriations process
is completed.

2000 Census Impact. Enclosed with this packet is the 2000 census areawide benefit
map. A comparison to the 1990 map shows census. tract 1361, block group 2 which
includes Lakeshore Park, no longer qualifies for CDBG funding of infrastructure type
projects. The Recommended Projects for 2008 do not include any area benefit type
projects such as parks, streets or sidewalk improvements. They are strictly individual
income-qualified type projects such as minor home repair or direct benefit projects such as
public services which are not dependent on census tract location.

Program Guidelines:
1. Program overview —

v" The mission of the City of Novi's Minor Home Repair program is o
improve the living conditions for Novi's low and moderate-income
residents by offering Community Development Block Grant Funds to

. provide needed home improvements.
2. Who administers the program —
The 2007 Grant Program is administered through the Oakland Livingston
Human Service Agency (OLHSA). If you require further assistance with
this program, please contact Marina Neumaier, Assistant Finance Director
with the City of Novi directly at (248) 347-0468.
3. Who is eligible - ‘

v" Qualified low income residents, seniors or disabled citizens who are

residents of the City of Novi. Applicants must own their own home.
4. Income Eligibility -

v Individuals 18 years or older. Applicants must either own their own
residence or mobile home. Maximum household income cannot exceed
HUD Section 8 definition of low income based on family size. All income
must be considered for people over 18 residing in the house (Wages, SS
Income, Child Support, Pension/Disability, Public Assistance, etc.) To
verify annual income; OLHSA may use state income tax forms signed and
dated, W-2 forms, check stubs, bank statements, elc.

5. Eligible properties -
v" Single family owner occupied and mobile home residents,
6. How residents can apply for assistance -
v By completing the City of Novi application for minor home repair.
7. Maximum grant per unit or amount of assistance —
v" Maximum allowance $5,000 per application.
8. How often residents may apply for or receive services —

v Residents may apply annually for grant assistance. A resident who is
currently receiving assistance will be placed on the next available waiting
list before additional assistance can be provided.

Scope of Work:

Minor Home Repair Programs are designed {o help low to moderate income
households complete more complicated home improvement projects. Minor
home repairs include, but are not limited to the following:

Cleaning, adjusting and repair of furnaces

Testing of furnaces

Repair or replacing water heaters

Replacing garbage disposals

Replacing foilets

Replacing tub faucets, shower heads, laundry and kitchen faucets

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7. Repairing water and waste lines

8. Rod sewer lines

9. Changing electrical services

10.Replace defective light fixtures

11.Install switches and light at entry ways

12. Replace accessible defective wiring

13.Replace enfrance doors (See lead based paint provisions)
14.Repair or replace porch decks, stairs and handrails

15. Reinforce porches

16. Replace defective windows (See lead based paint provisions)
17.Install storm doors

18. Install storm windows

19. Repair roofs, downspouts, gutters and siding

20.Repair chimneys

21.Clean chimneys

22.Paint interior and exterior only homes built after 1978 (See lead based paint

provisions)

23.Remove large items or large amounts of debris from in and around the home

24.Remove architectural barriers

25.Correct single code violations

26.Repair sidewalk and driveways

27.Replacing plaster/drywall on walls and ceilings (See lead based paint
provisions)

28.Connect residences to municipal water and/or sewer lines

29.Install battery operated or hard wired smoke detectors

30.One-time insect extermination

31.Dangerous tree or limb remaoval

Minor Home Repair Programs should not exceed $5,000. Homes that require more
work than $5,000 or substantial improvements should be referred to Oakland County’s

Home Improvement Program.

3. Home Inspection / Lead Paint Risk Assessment

After verifying income and the applicant is eligible, the Minor Home Repair Program
coordinator must visit the house to inspect the proposed work. During the inspection,
the coordinator must distribute the Oakland County Health Department lead based paint
information letter and the HUD pamphlets “Protect Your Family from Lead in Your
Home” and "Watch Out for Lead Based Paint Poisoning”. The coordinator must obtain
the applicant’s signature on the “Lead Based Paint Certification” form acknowledging

that they received the three documents.

If the house was built prior to 1978 and the proposed work will disturb a painted surface,
a lead based paint risk assessment must be completed, work must be completed by a
ceriified lead abatement contractor and the worksite cleared by a lead based paint risk

assessor,




4. Bid process / Contract Award / Final Inspection:

If there is no lead paint, OLHSA writes specification for the work to obtain fair & equal

quotes. All projects must be bid according to the Small Purchases Procedures Method.

Three fo five written quotes/bids must be obtained and the contract awarded to the

 lowest responsible bidder. Each confractor must be a State of Michigan licensed
contractor and carry proper insurance as required by the community. The contract is

between OLHSA and the contractor.,
Weatherization Program

In addition to providing assistance through the Minor Home Repair program to qualified
residents, the Dept. of Energy Weatherization Assistance Program provides free, grant-
funded, energy-related homes repairs to all eligible low income households fo help
lower their utility bills and to improve living conditions. This program is also

administered by the OLHSA.

Applicants fill out a Weatherization Application, provide proof of income for the entire
household, and provide proof of homeownership. Following approval, all applicants are
requested to aitend a free, two-hour energy education class that not only explains the
weatherization process but also provides many interesting, easy-to-install or adapt
energy saving tips for the home owner to save even more energy and utility costs,
Each class participant receives a free energy kit with 10-12 energy-saving products to

install on the home.

Approved applicants will be called to schedule an energy audit inspection of their home,
and measures to be completed will be determined by a DOE-approved, nationally
established software call NEAT. Measures may include insulation of attic, walls and
floor area or basement, air sealing of leaks found with diagnostic equipment such as .
leaky windows and doors which will be repaired, evaluation of the safety and energy
efficiency of furnaces and hot water heaters (Should repairs be needed on these
appliances, a mechanical contractor is assigned the job.), metering of the principal
refrigerator with possible replacement, and installation of compact fluorescent light
bulbs. Each home is audited separately and only those measures with a prescribed
savings to investment ratio are installed on that particular house.

Homes with problems that can not be addressed by the weatherization program, such
as leaking roofs, flooded basements, extensive mold, electrical and plumbing problems,
will be referred to other programs for resolution of these problems before weatherization
can take place. This is where the Minor Home Repair program becomes the perfect
partner to weatherization as many of these problems can be solved with the use of

CDBG Minor Home Repair funds.

Once the work order is approved for the weatherization measures, a licensed,
weatherization contractor will be assigned the work and will call the home owner {o
schedule his/her service. When the confractor has completed his/her work, the OLHSA
inspector returns for a final inspection to assure that all work was done correctly and

satisfactorily.

Violence in families is everywhere, crossing racial, ethnic, cultural, social and economic boundaries. The
impact of this violence invades our schools, places of worship, offices, businesses, and factories throughout
onr neighborhoods, Human beings, both young and old, are being harmed physically, sexualiv, and
emotionally and this violence may be creating lifelong patterns of ongoing abuse in youngsters as they
move into adulthood. We all pay the cost for the horrible crimes of domestic violence and sexual assauit
either in real dollars or in diminished potential of human and community life. '

For 35 years, HAVEM has been dedicated to building viclenoe freo comraunitios ove family mta time,
HAVEN maintains a 24-hour emergency shelter exclusively for domestic violence victims and their
children, and sexual assault survivors who are afraid to stay in their own homes. HAVEN offers
counseling and education that help families stop the violence, begin the process of healing, and create the
hope that their future will be free from abuse. The agency steps out info the community — over the phone,
in courtrooms, police stations, hospitals, schools, the work place, snd at community meetings - to provide
crisis intervention and education to help victims and families prevent violence in future generations.

In October, HAVEN opened it doors to the clients served by the Women’s Survival Center, which was
forced to close due to lack of funding. HAVEN also assumed responsibility for the Personal Protection
Grder office located in the Circuit Court system and has operated that office since then, creating and {iting
Personal Protective Orders at no charge to victims of abuse as the first step of their safety pian. -

HAVEN through its comprehensive work, serves to break the silence that has kept the crimes of domestic
violence and sexual assault behind closed doors. This silence has only served to allow these crimes to
flourish. From July 1, 2006 through June 20, 2007, 246 individuals received services. In addition, 45
people used the services of our Personal Protection Order office and 56 crisis calls were received from
residents of the City of Novi who took the first step to break their own silence by contacting HAVEN. The
agency is again reaching out to you for support of our work with an even greater need as we assume the
additional burden of increased clientele and additional staff to maintain these vital services, We ask that
you continue to support these families through a Community Development Block Grant of $12,000.00 for
fiscal year 2008-2009. Please remember that the federal government resumes that'domestic violence
victims are considered to be low income and therefore qualify for inclusion inblock grant public service

Novi Youth Assistance has received and utilized CDBG funding for moderate, low
income and special needs youth since 1994. With continuing community support
we consistently hone our ability to identify at risk children who would benefit from
the recreational, educational and supportive programming we offer. Often families
fail to meet the CDBG income criteria: many times by very little. In these cases,
NYA wilizes its own funds to provide the needed services. This year we have
spent over $18,000.00 of NYA monies insuring the availability of these
opportunities for families who requested assistance. Once again this year, overall
grant opportunities were reduced. In spite of this, we insured a summer recreation
program for our children at our own expense. Nonetheless, this along with a
significant increase in requests for services, has regrettably left us struggling to
assist all applicants. As the sole local organization that can regularly provide
comprehensive and varied scholarship opportunities within the City of Novi, we
continue to find that demand is outpacing donations received. In this regard,
increased CDBG funding would insure our ability to provide programming in 2008
to those who otherwise might.go unserved. '

Most notable as we have moved through this past year, is the ever increasing
number of residents who are struggling to provide the basics for their families.
This then, inevitably eliminates any options to offer their children positive, healthy
activities. Many of these children are then left with unscheduled time which leaves
them at risk which, in turn, affects the community as a whole.

Historically, Novi Youth Assistance has been there to provide for those in need
when there have been no other options. We continue to do so. The benefit of
offering summer programs, skill building activities and other supportive
programming is demonstrated over and over again as we see these children move
through the schools and community successfully. Therefore, in response to
projected growth in population and costs, as well as demand for programming and
decrease in other funding, Novi Youth Assistance respectfully requests that the
members of the CDBG committee consider granting funds for the 2008 budget year
in the amount of $15,000.00.

I am writing this letter in support of a fabulous community program, which you have
recently made available. I feel truly blessed to have learned of this program and been able to
have my son take part in it. The program is the Community Organization Project; the police
mentoring program.

Our situation, although certainly not unique, has benefited from this program more than
words can describe. I am a teacher and single mother of a teenage daughter and son. In
addition, I work a long distance from our home. Since.my divorce eight years ago, my children -
have had a roller coaster relationship with their father. Although they have continuously been in
counseling, the situation and their response to it deteriorated severely. My children were “at-
risk” and in-need of outside intervention. I was able to find a child advocate who convinced their
father to allow them some distance, and was also referred to Ms. Claudia Walters at Novi Youth
Assistance,

Ms. Walters has met with us and we have continued outside counseling. However, my
son (12) was in need of a positive male role model. I desperately tried to facilitate outings with
friends and their dads as well as uncles. To my surprise this surfaced other emotions, My son
felt even angrier with his own father, as well as feelings of jealousy because the other boys had
*good dads”. He would get mad and have bouts of crying. He didn't want to go to his own
dad's, but he wanted the “dad” other kids had, and it was embarrassing to him that he didn't.

The rmentot program in no way replaces a father; we are all aware of that; however,
what it does do is give my son one-on-one attention from a positive male figure. I can't be that
for him, nor can “borrowing” his friend’s dad. Officer makes Chad feel spedial, valued
and a little better than “normal”, Officer talks with Chad, jokes with him, gives him help
with homework, and makes himself available if Chad ever needs to call. He is an impressive guy
who wants to spend time with Chad even though he doesn’t have to. Furthermore, Chad is
interested in becoming a police officer. He is a good kid, who has a strong sense of right and
wrong, but was routinely exposed to negative elements. He is learning so much, and it is
inadvertently building his self-esteem. He eagerly looks forward to his outings. He makes sure
his homework is done, and proudly shares his experience with others,

My son and I have shared what we know about this program with teachers and
administrators in the district where I teach. They all think it is wonderful and see ‘a real need for
it in our district. Hopefully the success of this program will lead other areas to follow. Iam in
total support of this program and hopeful that it will continue for a long timéfo come. If jau
have any questions or concerns, please don't hesitate to contact me.
