MAINTENANCE EASEMENT AGREEMENT

THIS EASEMENT AGREEMENT is made this I Z qj"ay of J2: '-P , 200~ by and
between ilie Temperform Corporation, a Michigan COIporation, whose address is 25455 Trans-X
Drive, Novi, and the City ofNovi, its successors, assigns, or transferees, whose address is 45175 W. '
Ten Mile Road, Novi, MI 48375 (berainafterilie ·'City").

REClT A TlON S:

A. Owner is the owner and developer ofa certain parcel ofland situated in Section 4 ofthe City
of Novi, Oakland County, Michigan, described on ilie attached and incorporated Exhibit A (the
"Property"). Owner has received final site plan approval for construction of a Commercial ReUril
development on ilie Property. .

B. The Commercial Retail Development, shall contain certain storm drainage, detention and/or
retention facilities, including but not limited to, a detentionlsedimentation basin, for the collection,
conveyanoe, storage, treatment and/or discharge of storm water from the PropertY in accordance
with all approved plans, and all appliciible ordinances, laws and regulations.

NOW, 1HEREFORE, the Owner herehy' covenants and agrees that the Owner shall, at its
own expease, p"'Petnally preserve, rnsintaln, and repair all storm drainage, detention and retention
facilities, including all wetlands whiCh are part of the system, to insure that the same continue to
function as intended. The Owner shall eStabliah a regular and systematic program of maintenance
(ilie "Schedule of Maintenance") for such facilities and areas to insure iliat ilie phyaicaJ condition
and intended function of such areas and facilities 'shall bo preserved and maintained. The Scbedule
of Maintenance and the annnal eslimated costs for maintenance and rep3irs for the first three (3)
years are described in the attached Exhibit B. .

In the event that ~e Owner shall at any lime fail to carry ont ilie reeponsibilities specified
wifuin fuia agreement, and/or in the event of a failure to preserve and/or maintain the storm water
drainage, detention and retention facilities in reasonable order and condition, the City may serve
written notice upon the Owner setting forth the deficiencies in maintenance andlor preservation

. along with a demand that the deficiencies be cured within a stated reasonable lime period, and the
date, lime and place for a hearing before the City for the purpose bfailowing Owner an opportunity
to be heard as 'to why the City..hould not proceed with the correction of the deficiency or obligation
which has nol been undertaken or properly fulfilled. At any suchhearing, the lime for cering and the
hearing itself may be extended andlor continued to a date certain. If, fullowing such hearing, the
person conducting the bearing shall detarmine that the obligation has not been fulfilled or failure
corrected wifuin the lime specified in Ibe noti"",. as determined by the City in its reasonable
discretion, the City shall thereopon have the power and anthority, but not the obligation, to enter
upon the Property, or cause its agents or contracto'1' to enter the Property through the IngressfEgress
Easement Area as described and depicted in ExbibltC and perform suCh obligation or take suoh
corrective measures as reasonably found by the City to be appropriate or necessary with respect to
the detention/sedimeatstion basin wifuin the DeleationiSedimentation Basin Easement Area



described and depicted in EXhibit D, for the purposes described above. Tbe cost mid expense of
making and financing sucb actions by the City, including notices by the City and reasonable legal
fees incurred by the City, plus an administrative fee in an amount equivalent to twenty-five (25%)
percent of the total of all sucb costs and expeoses incurred, shall be paid by Owner within thirty (30)
days of a billing to the Owner. All unpaid amounts may be placed on the delinquent tax roll of the
City as to the Property, and sball accrue interest and'penalties, and sball be collected as, and deemed
delinquent real property taxes, according to the laws made and provided for the collection of
delinquent real property taxes. In the discretion of the City, such costs and expenses may be
collected by suit initiated against the Owner, and, in such event, the Owner sball pay all court costs
and reasonable attoruey fees incurred by the City in connection with sucb suit.

The parties hereto make tlris Agreement on behalf of themselves, their heirs, successors,
assigns and transferees, and bereby warrant that they have the authority and capacity to execute tlris
Agreement and bind the property as described in the tenns and conditions of tlris agreement.

Invalidation of any of these covenants or conditions by Judgment or Court Order shall in no
way affect the validity of any other provision which sball remain in full force and effect.

This agreement shall run with !he land and be binding upon all owners, their agents, heirs,
successors, assigns and transferees.
