Dear Council Members:

The City's current Contract with the County for these services expires June 30, 2013. Provided
with this letter is the County’s proposed Contract for the period from July 1, 2013 to June 30,
2016, and a Resolution that would approve and authorize the Mayor and Clerk to sign it.

This Contract is substantially identical to the 2011 contract with two exceptions. First, the
requirements of the City under Sections 8.4 through 8.8 are more expansive than in 2011. Mr.
Lemmon has asked the County to limit these provisions to what was agreed to in 2011, If the
County agrees to that, a replacement Contract will hopefully be available for and presented at
your June 17, 2013 meeting when this matter is considered,

The language in Section 6 calling for renegotiation of the charges upon approval of the quoted
ballot question is new, Basically, upon approval of that proposal, which was part of the
personal property tax reform legislation passed last December, the personal property tax
exemptions under the reform legistation will be able to take effect. The City’s protection if the
County is unreasonable in renegotiations is the right to terminate in Section 12 of the Contract.

The second Whereas clause in the Resolution confirms the City’s continuing objection to the
identified Sections being included by the County in its contracts.

This CONTRACT FOR OAKLAND COUNTY EQUALIZATION DIVISION ASSISTANCE
SERVICES WITH THE CITY OF NOVI, (hereafter, this "Contract”) is made and entered into
between the COUNTY OF OAKLAND, a Michigan Constitutional and Municipal Corporation,
whose address is 1200 North Telegraph Road, Pontiac, Michigan 48341 (hereafter, the
"County"), and the City of Novi, a Michigan Constitutional and Municipal Corporation whose
address is 45175 W. Ten Mile Road, Novi, Michigan.48375-3024 (hereafter, the "Municipality").
In this Contract, either the Counly and/or the Municipality may also be referred to individually as
a "Party” or jointly as "Parties."

INTRODUCTORY STATEMENTS

A. The Municipality, pursuant to the laws of the State of Michigan (hereafter, the "State"),
inciuding, tbut not limited to, the Michigan General Property Tax Act (MCL 211.1, et seq.)
is required to perform real and personal property tax appraisals and assessments for all
nonexempt real and personal property located within the geographic boundaries of the
Municipality for the purpose of levying State and local property taxes.

B. The Parties recognize and agree that absent an agreement such as this, or pursuant to
an order of the State Tax Commission mandating the Counly to perform all or some of
the property tax appraisal and tax assessment responsivilities for real and/or personal
property located within the Municipality's geographic boundaries (MCL 211.10(f)), the
County, has no obligation to provide these Services to or for the Municipality.

C. The Michigan General Property Tax Act (MCL 211.34(3) provides that the County Board
of Commissioners, throcugh the Equalization Division may furnish assistance te local
assessing officers in the performance of cerfain of these legally mandated, Municipality,
property appraisal and assessment responsibilities.

D. The Municipality has requested the County's Equalization Division assistance in
performing the "Equalization Division Assistance Services" (as described and defined in

this Contract) and has agreed in return to reimburse the County as provided for in this
Confract.

E. The County has determined that it has sufficient "Equalization Division Personnel," as
defined herein, possessing the requisite knowledge and expertise and is agreeable to
assisting the Municipality by providing the requested "Equalization Division Assistance
Services" under the terms and conditions of this Contract. N

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of these premises and the mutual promises,

representations, and agreements set forth in this Contract, and for other good and valuable

consideration, {he receipt and adequacy of which is hereby acknowledged, the County and the

Municipality mutually agree as follows:

COUNTY EQUALIZATION DIVISION ASSISTANCE SERVICES The Parties agres ihat
the full and complete scope of any and all County Equalization Division Assistance
Services shall be as described and limited in the following subsections (hersinafter
defined and referred to as either "Equalization Division Assistance Services” or
"Services™}.

The Equalization Division personnel will
review all statements and extensions, make valuation recommendations
to the assessor in the absence of a prepared personal property
statement and load alf values on the computer for the assessment roll.
All Board of Review changes will be processed on the personal property
section of the assessment roll and balanced to insure there are no
omissions., The Equalization Division personnel will be available for
consultation on all Michigan Tax Tribunal appeals for personal property

and will assist the Assessor in the preparation of both oral and written
defense of appeals as long as there is a current Contract in effect.
However, the County shall not assist or appear on behalf of the
Municipality regarding appeals of special assessments to the Michigan

PURPOSE OF COUNTY "SERVICES” The Partlies agree that the purpose of
any and all “Equalization Division Assistance Services” or “Services” o be
performed under this Contract shall be {o assist (e.g., to help, aid, lend support,
and/or participate in as an auxiliary, to coniribute effort toward completion of a
goal, etc.) the Municipality in the perfermance of that Municipality's official
functions, obligations, and Municipality's legal responsibilitiss for property tax
appraisal and assessment pursuant to the applicable State Property Tax Laws.

MANNER COUNTY TO PROVIDE SERVICES The Parties agree that any and
all "Equalization Division Assistance Services" or "Services” to be provided by
the County for the Municipality under this Contract shall be performed solely and
exclusively by the County's "Equalization Division Personnel" as defined herein.

2.3.1. Equalization Division Personnel shall be employed and assigned by the
County in such numbers and based on such appropriate qualifications
and other factors as decided solely by the County.

NO DELEGATION OR DIMINUTION OF ANY GOVERNMENTAL AUTHORITY The
Parties reserve to themselves any rights and obligations related to the provision of any
and all of each Party's respective governmental services, authority, responsibilities, and
obligations. Except as expressly provided otherwise herein, this Contract does not, and
is not intended to, create, diminish, delegate, transfer, assign, divest, impair, or
contravene any constitutional, statutory, and/or other legal right, privilege, power, civil or
legal responsibility, obligation, duty of care, lability, capacity, immunity, authority or
character of office of either Party to any other person or Party.

description rendered for the contract years 2014-2015 and 2015-2016 will be
renegotiated by the Parties.

If during the term of this Contract, there are additional services requested of the County,
the Parties shall negotiate additional fees to be paid by the Municipality.

6.1,  The Municipality agrees {o be responsible for postage on ail personal property
statements and personal property notices mailed relating to work performed
under this Contract. The Municipality agrees to be responsible for all
photographic supplies.

8.2.  If the Municipality fails, for any reascn, to pay the County any monies when and
as due under this Contract, the Municipality agrees that unless expressly
prohibited by law, the County or the County Treasurer, at their sole option, shall
be entitled fo a setoff from any other Municipality funds that are in the County's
possession for any reason. Funds include but are not limited to the Delinquent
Tax Revolving Fund (“DTRF"). Any setoff cr retention of funds by the County
shall Be deemed a voluntary assignment of the amount by the Munidipality to the
County.

Interest charges shall be
caloulated using the daily unpaid balance method and accumulate until all
outstanding amounts and accumulated interest are fully paid.

6.4,  Nothing in this Ssction shall operate to limit the County's right to pursue or
exercise any other legal rights or remedies under this Confract against
Municipafity to secure reimbursement of amounts due the County under this
Contract. The remedies in this Section shall be avatlable to the County on an
ongoing and successive basis if Municipality at any time becomes delinquent in
its payment. Notwithstanding any other term and condition in this Contract, if the
County pursues any legal action in any court to secure its payment under this
Contract, Municipality agrees to pay all costs and expenses, including attorney’s
fees and court costs, incurred by the County in the collection of any amount
owed by Municipality.

8.5. Notwithstanding any other ferm or condition in this Contract, should the
Municipality fail for any reason to timely pay the County the amounts required
under this Contract, the Municipality agrees that the County may discontinue,
upon thirty (30) days written notice to the Municipality, without any penalty or
liability whatsoever, any County services or performance obligations under this
Contract.

87. LIABILITY The Municipality further agrees that the County shall not be liable io the

Municipality for any and all Claim(s), except as otherwise expressly provided for in this

7.1. The Parties agree that this Contract does not and is not intended to create or
include any County warranty, promise, covenant or guaranty, either express or

In
preparing any such {ax statement the County shall rely upon certain data
provided by the Municipality beyond the data gathered by the County under this
contract. The parties agree that under no circumstances shall the County be
held liable to the Municipality or any third party based upon any error in any tax
statement due to information supplied by the Municipality to the County for such
purposes.

MUNICIPALITY AGENTS AND COOPERATION WITH THE COUNTY The Municipality
agrees that it shall be solely and exclusively responsible, during the term of this Contract,
for guaranteeing that all Municipality Agents fully coopérate with Equalization Division
Personnel in the performance of all County Services under this Contract. Likewlise, the
County agrees that it shall be solely and exclusively responsible, during the term of this
Contract, for guaranteeing that alt Equalization Division personnel fully cooperate with
Municipality agents in the performance of ali County Services under this Contract.
