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Transit Resolution and the MAP

Municipal Partnership Act (MAP), which allows local government units to form

» The proposed changes to the MAP would allow the three counties to create a
regional entity that could levy and collect taxes to fund expanded regional transit

» The proposed changes are a part of House Bill 5229, Revising the Municipal Partnership
Act sponsored by Monroe County State Representative Jason Sheppard (R-Temperance)
