WHEREAS, the City of Novi has 25 voting precincts and 21 polling locations, as
established in 2019; and

WHEREAS, the Election Commission originally approved changes due to the
redistricting of Michigan’s districts on March 1, 2022; and

WHEREAS, the precincts which contain two Congressional Districts will have aripple
effect at the County and State level as it relates to the election of Precinct Delegates in
even-year elections and reporting in Presidential Primary Elections; and

WHEREAS, the rearrangement of precinct boundaries are governed under
Michigan Election Law, MCL 168.654-661, and must be submitted to the Michigan
Secretary of State by April 4, 2022; and

WHEREAS, the Election Commission submitted a written request to the Secretary of
State on April 18, 2022 to authorize a later division of a precinct which contains portions

of more than 1 elective district under MCL 168.661(3); and



WHEREAS, all precinct boundary changes must be approved by the local Election
Commission and by the City Council; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the City of Novi Election Commission approves
the precinct boundary changes to Precincts 8, 11, 13, 14, and 15 to follow Congressional
District boundary lines, subject to the Secretary of State authorizing the later deadline of
May 4, 2022.
