SUBJECT: Approval to purchase protective turnout gear for the Novl Fire Department from 
Apollo Fire Equipment based on unit pricing In the amount of $18,560.48 using the City of Troy 
bid which is extended to all Michigan Intergovernmental Trade Network (MITN) members.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: 

The National Fire Protection Association (NFPA 1851) Standard limits structural firefighting turnout 
gear ensemble components to a maximum service of ten (10) years from date of manufacture. 
This standard, and the manufacturer's recommendation, suggests that after ten ( 1 OJ years of 
service all components including turnout coats and pants be removed from service and no 
longer used for structural firefighting. The moisture barrier within the bunker gear begins to fail 
after each successive fire the gear is exposed to. Likewise, the outer shell can absorb harmful 
carcinogens and is continually subjected to cuts, tears and abrasions during normal use at a 
structure fire. The Department currently inspects and washes bunker gear on an annual and 
as-needed basis according to the Standard. In addition, we will send gear out for necessary 
repairs when needed; thereby extending its useful life to the ten year period. 

The Novi Fire Department currently has 90 full-time and part-time members of the 
department and a standardized replacement schedule has been established for these coats 
and pants. A new set of gear is purchased for new hires. The replacement of the turn-out gear 
has been included in the annual uniform budget for the 2016-17 fiscal year. 

An Invitation to Bid for turnout gear was posted on the MITN website in late 2015 by the City of 
Troy. This bid may be used by any MITN member. Apollo Fire Equipment was the lowest qualified 
bidder meeting all the specifications and awarded the contract. The current contract and 
pricing is valid through December 2017.

Standard Purchasing Resolution 2: Award to Low Bidder Meeting Specifications -
Structural Firefighting Turnout Gear 

• NFPA standard 1971 limits structural firefighting turnout ensemble components to a maximum 
service life of 10 years from date of manufacture. 

• The standard indicates that after 10 years of service, all components including turnout coats and 
pants must be removed from service and can no longer be used for structural firefighting. 

• The Fire Department is beginning a 3 year purchasing plan to change out the Fire Departments' 
current gear and stay within the 10 year NFPA standard. 

• Each year, for the next 3 years, the plan is to replace 1/3 of the turnout gear, starting with the 
oldest and most worn-out gear. 

Purchasing 
On December 10, 2015, a bid opening was conducted as required by City Charter and Code for two 
(2) year requirements of new structural firefighting turnout gear with one (1) year renewal option. The 
bid was posted on the Michigan Inter-governmental Trade Network (MITN) website; www.mitn.info. 
Two (2) bid responses were received.

• The Fire Department has standardized on the Lion Apparel Super Deluxe protective coat and 
bunker pant ensemble based on comprehensive evaluations by the Troy Fire Department and 
surrounding departments including Rochester Hills, Bloomfield Twp., and others.

• Bid specifications based on the current Lion Apparel protective equipment ensemble currently in 
use were developed and published. 

• Two (2) bid responses were received. Apollo Fire Equipment Co. is low bid as specified. Apollo 
Fire Equipment Co. not only was the only bidder but also meets all bid specifications. 

• The unit cost for each set of gear is $1 ,881.91. Each set includes the coat, pants, and suspenders. 
The total price of $112,914.60 is for 60 sets, which is 1/3 of turnout gear that is being replaced. 

• Pricing for the additional two (2) years will be 44% off list price. 
• After reviewing the bid responses, specifications, warranty and detail in conjunction with the Fire 

Department it is being recommended that Apollo Fire Equipment Company of Romeo, Ml be 
awarded a contract to furnish two year requirements for new structural firefighting turnout gear with 
the option to renew for one (1) additional year as per unit bid pricing which is 44% off manufacturer 
list price. 

Financial 
Funds are budgeted and available in the amount of $120,000.00 in the Operating Supplies Fire 
Equipment Account, 101.338.77 40.115. 

Recommendation 
City management recommends awarding a contract to furnish two (2) year requirements for new 
structural firefighting turnout gear with the option to renew for one (1) additional year for an estimated 
total cost of $112,914.60 for year one to Apollo Fire Equipment Co. of Romeo, Ml at unit prices 
contained in the bid tabulation opened December 10, 2015. The award is contingent upon the 
contractor's submission of properly executed bid documents including insurance certificates and all 
specified requirements.
